This letter is in response to your request for additional information regarding Sitka Blacktail Deer hunts with Alaska Blacktail Adventures. We would love to take you on this fantastic hunting adventure! 


We offer vessel based hunts from our fully equipped and very comfortable 43’ Delta. The advantage of livaboard hunts over drop-off camps is the luxury the mobility a boat has to offer besides providing for many of the comforts of home! We will cruise the shorelines of beautiful Kodiak and surrounding islands while you scope for deer and then ferry you to shore in a skiff for a fantastic hunting experience! Hunters are dropped off in pairs with a handheld radio for communication with the mobile camp. Hunters are either picked up at an agreed, predetermined time or when the hunters call for an early pickup.  Inasmuch as these are unguided hunts the captain and crew are not allowed to assist in any of the actual hunting involved including spotting the deer, shooting the deer, processing the deer or packing the deer for you. 

These unguided hunts are 6 day/6 night trips. You will be responsible for transportation to and from Kodiak 

(ERA Airlines - 1-800-866-8394).  We will pick you up the airport late afternoon on a Monday and take you to the boat where we provide you dinner that night. After spending the night on the boat, we will leave the harbor at first light the next morning. You will arrive at the hunting area by mid day and will be able to hunt Tuesday afternoon. You can then hunt daily through Sunday at mid day when we return to Kodiak so we are back by dark on Sunday evening. During your stay with us, we will provide you with delicious meals ranging from steak to halibut and maybe even fresh crab! You may even want to wet a line and try fishing in the evening or when your deer tags are full! 

We only take four hunters a week so early reservations are recommended. The deer usually go into the rut late the first week of November.  We begin hunting in mid October which involves hiking up to higher elevations. As it snows more, the deer are driven lower to find food so by the first week of December, the deer can be very close to the beach. So plan your hunting date depending on your preference to hike and hunt or if prefer an easier hunt when the deer could be at low elevations. Please keep in mind that the weather in Kodiak is unpredictable. The temperatures usually range from 15 to 45 degrees which means there could also be snow or rain and probably wind so please plan accordingly! You can rifle or bow hunt but if you prefer to bow hunt, we ask that you still carry a gun as a safety precaution.

The “Seawitch” will offer you many of the comforts of home including a spacious heated cabin, 4 bunks, 110vpower, hot water for washing and even a TV/VCR and a microwave! The Captain is U.S.C.G. licensed with over 20 years experience on the water. The vessel is fully equipped with a wide range of electronics including a 25 man self-inflating life raft, GPS,  radar, marine radios, SSB radio, CB radio, and depth sounders for your safety.

These unguided deer hunts cost $1700 per person (2 person minimum) for the 2004 hunting season plus $30 sales tax. This package includes accommodations aboard the “Seawitch” and the meals. This does not include licenses, tags, deer meat/antler processing or shipping, or any overnight lodging except the 6 nights on the vessel. You can process your meat yourself on the boat and have it frozen in Kodiak upon your return to port or you can have it processed entirely in Kodiak. The 2003 license and tag fees were as follows:

Non-Resident Deer Tag


$150.00 (ea. up to 3 deer allowed per person either species)

Resident Hunting & Sport Fishing

Since we have a limited amount of availability, we recommend reservations as early as possible. We require a 50% deposit to confirm the reservation and request the balance be paid atleast 30 days in advance of the hunt. Please feel free to contact us with any additional questions you may have.
